Bidders are advised that the following concrete items will be tested at a reduced amount and will not be accepted based on the Quality Control / Quality Assurance (QC/QA) requirements of Section 804 of the specifications.

The material requirements for the above pay items are as follows:
1.   Cement and aggregates for concrete items shall be from approved sources. Concrete shall be produced from a concrete batch plant which has a current plant calibration. The Project Engineer shall furnish plant inspection as deemed necessary for control. The producer shall furnish with each load of concrete a delivery ticket containing the following information:
a.	Project Number b.	Class Concrete
c.	Weight of Cement
d.	Free Water in Aggregate (gallons)
e.	Weight of Fine Aggregate
f.	Weight of Coarse Aggregate g.	Water in Mix (gallons)
h.	Number of Revolutions Mixed i.	Time of Batching
2.   The Contractor is required to submit mix designs to accomplish this work in accordance with Section 804.
3.   A set of three cylinders, slump test, and air test will be performed on the first day of production for each mix design.  The compressive strength test shall be the average of three cylinders.
4.   An additional set of cylinders, slump test, and air test will be performed at a minimum of rate of one per 100 cubic yards of mix produced.
