Scope of Work

PROJECT:


The contract documents do not include an official set of construction plans but may, by reference; include some Standard Drawings when so specified in a Notice to Bidders entitled, “Standard Drawings."  All other references to plans in the contract documents and Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction are to be disregarded.

Work on the project shall consist of the following:
(A)
Prior to the overlay, centerline alignment shall be determined by the contractor by measuring the existing roadway at 500 feet intervals in tangent sections, and 100 feet intervals in horizontal curves.  The existing pavement edge shall be cut to a smooth and near vertical face with an approved cutting device (Not to be measured for separate pay).

(B)
Cold mill the roadway at the B.O.P., E.O.P., bridge approaches, railroad crossings, and over top of box  bridge as designated by the Project Engineer to ensure smooth transition of new overlay with existing grade.

(C)
Prior to the overlay, the Contractor shall determine where the 9.5mm ST asphalt leveling course is to be used.   Any leveling over the contract amount shall be an absorbed item.  Remove high joints by sawing the pavement full depth, five (5) feet on each side of the center of high joint as directed by the Project Engineer.  Remove all pavements down to subbase, backfill with 19.0 mm ST asphalt in 2” lifts compacting each lift in place as directed by the Project Engineer.  Publicly maintained roads or streets shall be surfaced to the existing R.O.W.   Any site grading at local roads or drives will not be measured for separate payment but will be considered an absorbed item.  A paved apron shall be placed around each guardrail location as directed by the Project Engineer.  The overlay shall correct the roadway lane cross-slope to 2% minimum. All Transverse Joints shall be sawed and sealed after the overlay.  

(D)
Terminal end sections shall be installed at each bridge.  The installation of terminal end sections, installed as per manufactures recommendations, shall be National Cooperative Highway Research Program (NCHRP) Report 350 Test Level 3 (TL-3) approved.  The SKT-350 Terminal End Section or equivalent shall be used at each of the bridge locations on this project.  The Contractor shall furnish the Project Engineer two (2) copies of the manufacture's installation instructions prior to beginning guardrail operations.  Any site grading and all fill material necessary at the guardrail location will not be measured for separate payment but will be absorbed in other guardrail pay items.  Seeding, fertilizer and vegetative mulch are required on all disturbed areas at the guardrail site and will be considered an absorbed item.  Application rate for bermuda grass seed will be 25 pounds per acre.  Application rate for combination fertilizer (13-13-13) will be 1,000 pounds per acre.  Application rate for mulch shall be 2 tons per acre. 

(E)
Raise the existing shoulders to match the new pavement elevation by placing 1” and variable depth B7-6 material on the shoulders.  Placement of the B7-6 material on the finished surface course shall not be permitted. The material shall be bladed, rolled and compacted to a finished slope of 4%.  Shoulders with existing adequate shoulder material in place shall be bladed to a slope of 4%, the cost of which shall be included in the prices of other items bid.

(F)
Temporary striping shall conform to finished stripe specifications for alignment, neatness, reflectivity, and straightness.  All permanent pavement markings are to be hot thermoplastic.  Edge lines will be placed so as to maintain the original lane width.  Glass beads applied to thermoplastic shall conform to Section Number - 720.01(Class B, High-Visibility On all bridges, old traffic stripe shall be removed and replaced with High Performance Cold Plastic.

(G)
Raised pavement markers will be placed at 80 feet intervals in tangents and 40 feet intervals in curves, and in urban limits along the centerline of roadway. Removal of existing raised pavement markers or rumble bars is not considered a separate pay item.

The contractor shall erect and maintain construction signing, and provide all signs and traffic handling devices in accordance with Traffic Control Plan (the cost is to be included in the price bid for pay item No. 618-A, Maintenance of Traffic).  All traffic control devices on this project should comply with Part VI of the MUTCD (Latest Edition).  Fluorescent orange sheeting shall be used on all construction and traffic control signs except for those designated in plans to be black legend and border on white background.  Cones shall be narrow profile with a minimum height of 28 inches and a minimum weight of ten (10) pounds.  Cones used in speed zones equal to or greater than 45 mph shall be narrow profile with a minimum height of 28 inches and a minimum weight of fifteen (15) pounds.  All cones shall be approved by the engineer prior to use.

Incidental work such as removing vegetation, shaping and compaction of shoulder, removing excess asphalt material, project clean-up, and other incidental work necessary to complete the project will not be measured for separate payment, but will be included in other bid items.
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
